· No report meeting to be held on December 4th at Marquette
· Pam also mentioned that we need policies on how we will run our fair.  A suggestion of looking at guidelines of Colorado was suggested.
4. Executive Director report—Gary Stresman

· Summary of meetings

· Nov. 6 – Met with Bob Unkel, Robert Young & Stan Jaskolski. Rob Tweed from the Kern Family Foundation was unable to attend at the last minute.

· Nov. 6 – Met with Chuck Stevens at RA Smith Inc. (civil engineering firm). Follow up produced a $500 sponsorship commitment.

· Nov. 8 – Met with Melinda DeCoriolis about teaching a summer class on how to teach project based science curriculum that results in a science fair project. Melinda is the executive director of the Sally Ride Academy (teacher professional development initiative). Melinda was very supportive. I will be teaching one this summer at Waukesha South HS and attempting to teach additional sessions at similar academies in Madison, Kenosha and Appleton.

· Nov. 11 – Science Saturday at GE Medical. Event very successful with    ~ 100 students. Katherine is following up with a plaque to be displayed at GE.

· Nov. 11 – Wine tasting fundraiser at the home of Andy Nunemaker. $2,000 raised minus expenses. Thank you to all!

· Nov. 14 – Katherine & I met with John Farrow at MATC. John is a semi-retired engineering professor and heavily involved in PLTW. The purpose of the meeting was to educate John about BSSEF.

· Nov. 15 – Met with Rob Tweed at the Kern Foundation in Waukesha. Bob & Pat Kern joined us for part of the presentation. Rob was very supportive to the point where he asked for a 2 page letter describing our project and to ask for $25,000. Unfortunately I received an email from Karen Wilken indicating they would not be supporting our work. A follow up with Rob indicated internal discussions will continue.

· Nov. 16 – Met with Katherine Nelson, Melinda DeCoriolis & Judy Mouton from Johnson Controls at Hotel Metro for lunch. Judy was very supportive and immediately scheduled a meeting with JCI people for Dec. 11. Melinda was our contact with Judy. Melinda sees our project benefiting Sally Ride by bringing teachers to my class. Melinda knows Mary Dowell (community relations at JCI) because she is on the Sally Ride board. Melinda is hoping JCI provides some tuition support for people taking my class.

· Nov. 17 – AM - Katherine and I met with Nicole Radabaugh at EAA regarding arrangements for the Oshkosh fair. It is a fabulous location.

· Nov. 17 – PM – Katherine and I met with Mark Boushele (PLTW teacher at Oshkosh) and 2 people from UW Oshkosh. (several other people were invited but didn’t show up). The meeting allowed us to connect with Mark again but did not produce a commitment on his part to assume fair director responsibilities. I also went to Oshkosh North HS and met with 4 science teachers and explained the initiative.

· Nov. 20 – Jonathan Pezzino and I met with Joel Hartmann at MC Services about the website.

· Nov. 22 – Met with Lorena Hernandez at GE Medical about board membership. Discussion is on going.

· Nov. 29 – Met with 9 people in Kenosha in an attempt to develop KRSEF. 2 teachers have come forward to share fair director responsibilities. 4 other teachers agreed to be on a fair committee. One science “consultant” indicated she felt this needed high level administration (or board) approval. Bill Hittman will follow up with that.

Other News

· Tentative reservations for 50 people have been make with Frontier Airlines @ $330 each. Deposit of $40/person is due by Dec 14. Four different airlines and one travel agent was contacted.
· MRSEF wants our approval to expand into neighboring counties. We need to decide how to proceed.
· Affiliation details for Madison, Waukesha, Oshkosh & Kenosha has been received from Science Service and has been forwarded to everyone except Oshkosh.
· I plan to call a meeting in December for all fair directors to create a Wisconsin team.
· The website is dramatically expanded. Please review and provide suggestions.
· Communication with Governor Doyle’s office is inconsistent. Some follow up with Brian Vigue in Doyle’s office has not produced any results.
· Have received an invitation to talk with people from Aurora Health Care as a result of Paul Werner’s influence. Communication ongoing.
· Received an email from a professor at Lakeland College in Sheboygon. He is interested in hosting a regional fair in 08.
· Have received three interest forms (from the website) totaling 20 students. Schools are Oconomowoc HS, Marshall Montessori HS and a home schooled student.
· Neil Paton is following up with ribbons and plaques for 06 category and grand award winners
New Business:
MRSEF Expansion

· MRSEF expansion to include counties:  Washington, Walworth, Ozaukee, Racine, Dodge.

· MRSEF asked for Gary’s permission to expand which was thought to be a request from ISEF.  

· Extensive discussions pertaining to the idea of MRSEF expanding.  Some Board members stated that according to outside sources this expansion was more political in nature and that MRSEF did not have the student’s best interest in hand.
