Student Code of Conduct
While attending students must adhere to the following expectations.

1. Adhere to the conduct requirements of ISEF as indicated on http://www.sciserv.org/isef/isefitems/conductreleases.pdf
2. Male students will not be allowed in female students’ hotel rooms unless an adult in charge or chaperone is present and vice versa.

3. Students are required to attend all ISEF sponsored events unless excused by an adult in charge or chaperone. Students are encouraged to attend events with a “buddy”. Participation in a non-ISEF sponsored event, ie: souvenir shopping, must be approved by an adult in charge or chaperone and requires a “buddy”.

4. Students are required to attend the BSSEF sponsored breakfast and meeting on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday morning.

5. Transportation to and from events must be done by official ISEF transportation unless otherwise approved by an adult in charge or chaperone.

6. If you are carrying a cell phone, you must give the number to your immediate adult-in-charge.

Reminders

1. Chaperones and adults in charge will know your hotel rooms and will call randomly to ensure you are present when required.

2. Wear your name tag lanyard AT ALL TIMES.

3. Pack and dress for warm weather, bring professional clothing for judging and drink lots of water.

4. You will not need a lot of cash. Most meals are covered. Suggest $50 to $100 depending on personal habits.
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
