Commitment of Time and Influence

Develop and maintain both an awareness and understanding of the BSSEF's role within the community, and a familiarity with its management and operations by regular attendance at board meetings and active participation on at least one committee.

Develop a personal understanding and support of the BSSEF vision and strategic imperatives.

Become a positive advocate for the BSSEF.

Actively participate in awareness, including the development of additional schools, teachers, students, households or corporate sponsors.

Maintain an interest in and regularly attend BSSEF events.
Commitment of Financial Support

1)  
Contribution to the BSSEF Annual Campaign, at a minimum level of $250 (in either personal donations or grant awards), and completion of at least five (5) solicitations.

Participation in at minimum three (3) fundraising events which could include Awareness Receptions, Organization Presentations, Grant preparation and presentation, or other direct or indirect funding events to achieve the annual budgetary goals. 
3)   Payment of $50 per Board member to cover meals for Board and Committee meetings.
